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Introduction

On 10 November 1998 His Excellency the Governor, issued the writ for a by-election for the
electoral district of Mulgrave to fill the vacancy in Parliament following the resignation of Mr C
Rappolt.

This is the first by-election during the term of the 49™ Parliament and the 370™ for the
Queensland Parliament since 1860.

Mr Warren Pitt (A.L.P.) won the Mulgrave by-election on preferences at the third count.
