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Introduction

On 21 March 2001 The Honourable the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly of Queensland
issued a Writ for a by-election for the Surfers Paradise electoral district to fill the vacancy in 
Parliament following the resignation of Mr R E Borbidge.

This is the first by-election during the term of the 50th Parliament and the 373rd for the
Queensland Parliament since 1860.

Mr A (Lex) Bell won on the tenth and final preference count.
