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Queenslanders will head to the polls on 16 March 2024 to vote local – and have a say about the 
things that mater to them in their local communi�es.  

Around 3.7 million Queenslanders will be eligible to vote in the elec�ons, including in 
Queensland’s 17 Indigenous council areas. Voters will choose the mayor and councillors who will 
represent them for the next four years. 

While vo�ng is compulsory, it’s also a right and responsibility in our democracy, and this 
engagement kit is aimed at making it easy for people in your community to vote in the elec�ons.

It will be �me to vote soon in the 2024 council elec�ons for your community. When you vote at the 
elec�ons, you’ll be vo�ng for your local decision-makers.  

This means the mayors and councillors that you want to represent you, in your community. 

Make sure you’re ready to vote on 16 March 2024 so your voice will be heard. 

Remember, vo�ng is compulsory.  

Vo�ng locally 

You’ll need to vote in your local area, so if you know you will be away during the elec�ons you can 
apply for a postal vote by 4 March on the ECQ website.        

Enrolling to vote 

Are your enrolment details are up to date? If you’re not on the electoral roll, you can’t have your 
say. Visit aec.gov.au to enrol to vote or update your details. 

Make vo�ng quicker 

All Queensland voters will receive a Voter Informa�on Card in the mail before the elec�ons. That’s 
the big maroon card that you might have received previously before an elec�on. 

Bring this card with you when you go to vote to get in and out of the polling booth quicker.

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Frequently asked questions 

Is vo�ng compulsory? 
Vo�ng is compulsory for all Australian ci�zens aged 18 years or older. If you do not vote, you may receive a 
fine. On 16 March 2024, it will be compulsory for all enrolled Queenslanders to vote for the mayor and 
councillors they want to represent them for the next four years. 

Are you enrolled to vote? 
Visit aec.gov.au to enrol to vote or to check your details are up to date.  

Have you changed address? 
If you’ve changed address since the last elec�on, you’ll need to update your details on the electoral roll to 
ensure you are vo�ng in the correct council area. Update your details at aec.gov.au.  

What is local government? 
Local government is also known as your local council. 

Why do I need to vote in council elec�ons? 
When you vote for the mayor and councillors who will represent you in your community, you’re having a say 
about the decision-makers who will shape the local community where you live.  

Council services include cultural and spor�ng facili�es, town planning, local roads, waste management, land 
and coast care programs, pet registra�on and more. 

Why is vo�ng important? 
Governments make decisions about services, laws and protec�ons that impact on every part of our lives. By 
vo�ng, you are part of this decision-making and making a choice about how your community is run.  

If you don’t vote, you are relying on someone else to choose your representa�ves for you. The best way to 
make sure you are involved in decisions about your community, is to vote. 

How to vote in the council elec�ons 
Vote on election day, 16 March 2024. 

Bring your maroon Voter Informa�on Card with you for quicker vo�ng. You can vote from 8am to 6pm on 
elec�on day in your community. 

• Vote before elec�on day – you can vote before elec�on day – check the ECQ website for early 
vo�ng �mes in your community. 

• Vote by post – if you will be away on elec�on day you can apply on the ECQ website for a postal 
vote. Applica�ons open on Monday 29 January 2024 and close at 7pm on Monday 4 March 2024. 
You can complete your vote straight away but remember to read the instruc�ons carefully first. 
Return your postal vote as soon as you can. The ECQ must receive it by 5pm on Tuesday 26 March 
2024. Visit the ECQ website to watch a video about postal vo�ng.

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• Vo�ng by telephone – telephone vo�ng is available for people who cannot atend a polling booth 
because they are away or need assistance to vote. Check the ECQ website to see if you are eligible 
before registering. Registra�on for eligible people is from 9am on Monday 4 March un�l noon on 
Saturday 16 March 2024. You can vote from 4 March to 6pm on elec�on day, Saturday 16 March. 

What is a Voter Informa�on Card? 
A Voter Informa�on Card is sent to your enrolled address before an elec�on in Queensland. An electronic 
version is also sent to you if you have added your email address to the electoral roll. 

Your card is personalised to you and includes your council area and a barcode that elec�on staff can scan at 
a polling place to help you get in and out quicker. 

How do I know which council area I am enrolled in? 
Your council area is on your Voter Informa�on Card or you can find out at the ECQ website. You must vote in 
your local council area. 

Is there help for people with accessibility needs? 
Check the My Polling Booth webpage for the accessibility access at polling booths in your local area. If you 
have mobility issues you can also vote from your car. Call the phone number of the booth supervisor, which 
can be found on a sign out the front of the vo�ng centre, and an elec�on official will help. 

I need help to fill out my ballot paper. 
If you need help when vo�ng, another person can assist you in the polling booth. This person may act as an 
interpreter, read, and explain the ballot paper instruc�ons, complete the ballot paper according to your 
instruc�ons and place the ballot paper in the ballot box.  

I heard something about the elec�on that doesn’t sound right. 
The ECQ is Queensland’s team of electoral experts, so if you hear or see something you’re not sure about, 
visi�ng our Elec�on Facts webpage will help ensure you have the facts about elec�ons.
