Divisional Boundary Review of Townsville City Council

The Townsville City Council has advised its electoral divisions no longer meet the voter enrolment
requirements set down in the Local Government Act 2009. As a result, the Minister for Local
Government has referred the matter to the Change Commission for independent assessment.

Enrolment Requirements

Each division of the Council is required to have relatively the same number of voters (quota) to ensure
each person’s vote has the same value. The quota for each division of the Townsville City local
government area is 12,752 with a lower limit of 11,477 (-10%) and an upper limit of 14,027 (+10%).

You will see that:

e Only Division 2 is presently outside the allowable quota variation because it has 62

more electors than the upper variation limit, and

¢ Division 8 is approaching having too few electors, in that it presently has only 103 more
electors then the lower quota variation limit.
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Townsville City Council submits that it would be prudent to address both of those issues during
the 2019 review.

Council submits that this could be achieved with minimal disruption to the other divisions by:

e excising a portion of Mount Louisa (perhaps a portion south of Bayswater Road) from
Division 1 and including it into Division 8; and

e excising a portion of Deeragun (perhaps a portion south of the Pacific Coast Way) from
Division 2 and including it into Division 1.
